REVIEW OF DEVELOPMENTS
IN MAY 2003

uring May there was a decrease in the

General Price Index and a particular
decrease in the value of shares traded
compared to April. The various figures and
statistics are analysed below:

the CSE Central Share Register and Central
Depository.

CSE Events

From the 10" until the 11" of May the CSE
Council discussed progress regarding the
CSE's development programmes and the
initiatives that have been started during a
two-day meeting of the Council.

On the 12™ of May the CSE Council have a
meeting with the House Finance Committee
on the premises of the CSE within the
framework of efforts to promote certain



legal bills and brief the members of the
parliamentary committee of the CSE's
development issues. They have also
discussed the CSE Blue Print regarding the
separation of the competencies of the CSE
Council and the SEC.

On the 23™ of May a press conference took
place in the CSE, concerning the
presentation of the CSE's development plan.
The CSE Council chairman, Mr.Akis
Kleanthous, has chaired the presentation,
and he mentioned the main issues of the
development plan of the Stock Exchange.
On the 23™ of May the Cyprus Stock
Exchange organised in Nicosia the First
Annual Stock Exchange Symposium on
“Strategic ~ Planning and  Corporate
Governance”. The CSE Council chairman
Mr. Akis Kleanthous, has chaired the
Symposium and he referred to the main
issues of the strategic development plan of
the Stock Exchange. The President of the
Securities and Exchange Commission Mr.
Marios Clerides presented different issues
concerning listed companies. The Greek
Minister of Finance  Mr.  Nicos
Christodoulakis, who was the guest of
honour, presented the issue of “The New
Institutional Framework of Corporate
Governance Rules”.

On the 30"™ of May the CSE within the
framework of its programme  for
development and particularly in the interest
of improving the level of information
provided to those involved in the stock
market, organised a series of three seminars
on Corporate Governance Code, targeted at
listed companies on May 2003. During this
seminar, the basic provisions of the
Corporate  Governance  Code  were
explained, the importance of the Code for
Cyprus was analysed and the way in which
it would be enforced. The seminar also
explained how listed companies should
report on Corporate Governance Code in
their annual reports.
